Noah Milliken,
a fifth grader at Three
Oaks Elementary School,
didn't wait for the other
person when he saw the
need of personal and
basic school supplies for
P.B. Young Sr. Elemen-
tary School students.

The catalyst that got No-
ah thinking about helping
other children was a
fundraising event held at
his school for new gym
equipment. That fund-
raising event had tangible
results that Noah thought
of translating to meet the
need for basic supplies at
P. B. Young Sr. Elemen-
tary, a school in the Nor-
folk Public School sys-
tem. Noah had heard
about this need from his
mother, Dr. Tammi Milli-
ken, the Human Services
Program Director here at
Old Dominion Universi-
ty. Soon after that event,
Noah approached his
principal, Ms. Lisa Han-
nah, about helping meet
the needs of other under-

privileged students. Their
conversation led to the
planning of a fundraiser for
P. B. Young Sr. Elemen-
tary School. Noah enlisted
two of his friends to host
an ‘open mic night’ where
the entry cost would in-
clude donation items such
as coats, hygiene supplies,
and new toys. The evening
was planned and the ad-
ministration extended invi-
tations to parents by send-
ing flyers home with stu-
dents, listing the event in
the weekly school an-
nouncements and the
weekly newsletter which
reaches a broader audience
and raises awareness of
different matters to the
community.

The fundraising event was
successful with a crowd of
students, parents and com-
munity members attending.
As advertised, donations
were received as ‘fee’ for
entry to the fundraiser.
The night was full of ener-
gy and different students
presented their talents and
performed the recitals that
they had practiced for the
event.

Counseling Association’s annual conference this year in just a few paragraphs!
Between working as a volunteer at the conference, attending seminars, presenting
two educational sessions, and networking for future career opportunities, | came
home with so much more than | had when | left. Three points that | learned about
by participating in the ACA conference were: 1) the importance of service to the
profession, 2) developing my professional presentation experience, and 3) profes-

sional networking opportunities are everywhere!

Volunteering for the conference is a rewarding experience, aside from waiving the conference registration fee (which
can be quite hefty!). This was my second time doing so, and | plan to do it again next year. As a volunteer, | had the oppor-
tunity to network with other graduate students from around the country who were also volunteering at the conference. | still
keep in touch with many of them! Also, | feel that providing service to the profession is an important part of being a counse-
lor and future counselor educator, and serving as a conference volunteer was a wonderful opportunity to do that. I highly rec-
ommend applying to become a graduate student volunteer for the ACA conference!

Another very important aspect of my participation at this year’s conference was presenting two educational ses-
sions. My first presentation was probably the most successful professional experience of my career! | was the sole presenter
for this session, “What you need to know about the DSM-5: Structure, Significant Changes, and Clinical Implications.” As a
doc student, 1 was surprised and overwhelmed to see over 100 people show up to my session at 7:00am on the very first day
of the conference! | suppose the popularity of this topic helped, but | was overwhelmed with the support and gratitude that
people offered me in person and via email afterwards. Personally, | feel like my research career was kicked into overdrive
after that presentation, as though it solidified my place in the niche of diagnosis in counseling.

For my second presentation, | co-presented with a faculty member from a university in Texas whom | met throughout
previous leadership in the Association of Adult Development and Aging (AADA), one of ACA’s divisions.
