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admitting students, stating that the biggest piece/change is that all of the students’ 
information can be accessed via Leo Online. 

• The question was raised as to whether or not it makes sense to request every transcript for 
graduate students. Compiling transcripts takes time and can cause a financial hardship for 
students.  Concern was expressed that it might be necessary to require all transcripts 
because of Title IX.   

• There were a couple of other questions about the revised admissions process.  Anyone 
can be “deputized” to use the system.  Dr. Chapman asked about the possibility of a data 
dump from Leo Online into an Excel file.  Mr. Heffelfinger will check with ITS to see if 
it is possible.
